Points are awarded based on places as follows:  1 point for 1st place, 2 points for 2nd place to 100 points for 100th place.  If a team does not have 25 skiers in the J5 – J2 races, then this team’s total will be modified to include places of the next open place in the J5 – J2 races, starting with the J5 Girls, J5 Boys to J2 Boys.

Other factors in the team scoring are placement of racers who started both runs and either DSQ’d or DNF’d one or both runs.  The place, resulting from penalty time added to any successful run or the sum of the two penalty times from double DSQ or double DNF, will be counted in the 25 racer score, when a team has 25 or fewer racers or when the resulting place is lower then the 26th highest placing racer for the team.

5. Zanni Trophies:
Steve Zanni lived in Tewksbury with his wife, Judy and family.  Steve started skiing as an adult at Merrimack Valley and took to the love the sport quickly.  He became a ski instructor and later took over the Merrimack Valley BWL.  He started the annual ski swap.  After Merrimack Valley closed, he moved on to teach skiing at Bradford.  He died suddenly of a heart attack at a young age.  We are not sure who started the award, it was probably Haverhill BWL, which ran out of Bradford at the time.

The award is given to the one racer on each team who has earned the highest points in the regular dual and tri meet EMBWL races for the season.

It excludes the J6s.  One per team.  John Huff needs the Zanni winner by the Monday after the last race.

6. League Trophy

The league trophy will be won by the team that has the highest average points per registered racer for the six regular seasons dual and tri meets.  The points of all racers, J6-J2, will be accumulated for these six races and then divided by the number of registered racers.  The points from the Kathy Bartolini Trophy Race and the League Championships are not included in this accumulated point amount.
