Rich Quitadamo will email Kevin Olson the waiver needed for visitors.  Visitors should be friends who being introduced into racing.
3. Proposed League Rules revisions:  by Davis Barnett

Davis wants to make sure everyone understands my proposed league rules changes/clarifications:
Proposed revisions are for the following reasons:

1. Correctly score the championship race for the J5-J2 group, and fairly score a team that has fewer than 25 racers participating in the J5-J2 categories.  As you know, the place numbers of your 25 best placing racers is the team score and low score wins.  The concern is that some of our smaller teams may not have 25 racers in these age categories and therefore their scores would be unreasonably low because there would be fewer places to add up.  Please see the attached documents to see the existing and proposed text.

2. Clarify what we call the team trophies handed out at the championship

3. Include mention and explanation of the Zanni awards that are handed out at the championship. 

Please see the 'existing' and 'proposed' attachments.  These represent page 14 in the existing rules doc and would be pages 14-15 in a new rules doc, if approved.
Note that John Huff, Neil Mager, Geoff Spofford and Davis Barnett will be testing the championship race template to see if it already accounts for this situation of less than 25 racers.
 

4.  Race Operations:
Two good points were made at this week's league meeting by Rich Quitadamo:

1. The J5-J2 race course(s) should not be open to inspection by racers until all teams' coaches have approved the course(s).  This should be coordinated through the hosting head coach and hosting race chair.  Home Hill is responsible for obtaining all the approvals.
2. Courses should remain intact until all DSQs and DNFs from the second and final run are approved by all teams.
5.   Greg Eaton is charge of nominations so if there is anyone who would like to give up their board position, please see Greg.

6.    Greg Eaton is in charge of finding a new place for the year end banquet.

7.    Reminder:  The rule about joining two race leagues has not changed.  A person is not allowed to join two leagues.  A racer is allowed two days of racing at an upper level with permission from the EMBWL President.  USSA open races are okay and high school races are okay.
8.    Piche Qualifier:

Each team has 12 slots to fill in the J5-J3 age groups to enter the Piche Qualifier at Bradford on Feb 8.
All teams should start to make initial lists after this weekend's slalom race.
All racers to be entered will need to be USSA members and the membership process is sometimes a timing challenge.
All racers to be entered should be available and intending to race in the Piche Invitational on March 21, if they qualify.
You should have your final list after the January 25th race, if not before and start to invite racers then, if not before.
Please notify Davis Barnett by Wednesday, January 28th with your current list and any unused slots your team is handing back to the league so that I can allocate them to our other teams.
9. John Huff, finish line on the under 8 race course should be consistent and three gates forming the corral.
Next meeting is on Wednesday, February 11, hosted by Bradford.  Greg Eaton will notify the league of the location and time for the meeting.  This meeting will discuss plans for the championship.
